Spoke w ith TWMA'a Anne Marie
AM stated TWMA w ere processing a higher than expected volume of fish, this w as due to unidentified issues at Cook
Agaculture site - Stead of Aithsness

AM stated the issue w as compounded w ith Northink Ferries canceling a sailing days prior. AM further stated Northlink
Ferries had reduced the volume of their trailers by 10%.. All these issues w ere causing a higher than usual quantity of
fish stored on site, estimated to be 500 - 600 tonnes.

Site foreman made SEPA aw are of their (up-to-date) odour assement for the site

Site forman aslo stated they would look into using a net to cover fish waste on site, to lessen/prevent it being an
accessible food source for birds

TWMA notified SEPA 08/11/2017 and noted that there w as significantly less fish now being processed on site allow ing
for faster processing of the w aste, this less odour. The reduced odour has also reduced the amount of birds present.

SEPA inspected the site 07/11/2017 and noted the reduction in birds on site
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
